2007/08 LOOKS LIKE MAKING HISTORY!

Welcome all Snowdogs to the 2nd edition of the Balls n All newsletter for season 2007/08, which promises to be an action packed issue with a lot to review over the first 5 rounds of the season across all grades. Most of the senior sides are in healthy positions after 5 rounds however it is clear there are still a lot of areas to improve on for the club to be successful this year. The 1st XI sits 3rd after 5 rounds with 3 wins (2outright) and 2 losses. The 2nd XI have started strongly losing just the 1 match to the flag challenging Albion team, however the boys sit 1st with 4wins (2outright) and 1 loss. The 3rd’s have been setting the batting benchmark for the club in the early going who have scored over 300runs in an innings three times so far with BJ setting a new Club record 188runs in round 3. The Trave led team sit 4th on the ladder despite just the 1 narrow loss versus the Grammar and in a close section could be sitting on top of the ladder…if only for those 17 valuable overs! The 3rd’s have 3 wins and a draw from a washout to go with their 1-loss. Whilst the 4’s have found it tough going early on due to lack of numbers with exams and spring carnival, they sit 8th on the ladder with 2 wins from their 5 games, after a big win on the weekend thanks to the Junior star Liam Jilla making his maiden century. Whilst the junior ranks of the club are also off to solid starts with our Under 16 team 3rd with 3wins-1loss, the under 14B side is 5th (1-3), and our second under 14 side are off to a flyer sitting atop the ladder with a perfect 4-0 start. Our two under 12 teams sit 4th (1-1) and 3rd (2-0) early on, which shows there is some quality kids coming through the ranks, so lets start making sure most of the senior players either get down to training on a Wednesday night or early on Thursday to help the juniors out or get to a game or two on the Saturday mornings!

Some outstanding individual performances on the field over the first 5 rounds has seen BJ set the new club record for the most runs in an innings of 188 which included 28 4’s and two 6’s as he eclipsed the former record of current player Andre Noonan of 165, back in the 1990/91 season. Great effort BJ! Other century makers after just 5 rounds include Trav Carrick 125not out in rd 2 and in the same round young gun Greg Garth scored his first century in senior cricket. Garthy then decided one century wasn’t enough and belted another against Sunshine United in round 5, making 140. In the same round, Mick Thom smashed a run a ball 102 against West Newport in the 2nd’s to stake a claim for his 1st XI recall. Also in round 5, a huge feat by Liam Jilla making an unbeaten 111 in the 4th XI senior side, whilst still playing junior cricket with us; congratulations on an enormous effort Jilla. Congratulations boys on setting the standard with the bat early on. On the bowling side of things Chisel’s 7/35 in rd 4 vs. Albion has led the going with other bags to Ossie 6/24 and Fossil’s 10wicket match of 10/40 an enormous effort in the outright win by the wily old veteran! Let’s hope there are many more special individual and team performances achieved by the seasons end.

A special mention to those who have reached milestone marks with the club in the first 4 rounds. Phil Conlan reached his 100th game for the club after debuting in 1984, Phil has comeback to play in recent years when the club has needed numbers, outlining the good clubman he is, he has attracted other players to help the 4’s out in recent times and we congratulate Phil reaching his 100 game milestone. In round 4, the dynamic duo of Daff and Dina shared their milestone games together in the 2’s with a Millsy afternoon tea special. Dina reached his 50games for the club and he is an icon of the club, a great character that gives everything both on and off the field and was rewarded with this attitude with a 2nd XI flag he “just about” single handed won in 2005/06 to go with his 3rd XI premiership. Lastly, Markeeee “Daff” Castles completed his 150game milestone after making his debut as a speedy fast bowler back in 1992/93; he has rejuvenated himself with his pace over the winter and has held his place in the 2’s all this year so far. Another great clubman, self-proclaimed ‘inspirational leader’ and is the first man there to support the club on and off the field. Congratulations to all milestone players, let’s hope there are many more games left in you all for the Mighty Snowdogs.

Ahead of the last round before the break, the club has never been placed in a better situation in recent years in regards to ladder positions and flag contention, especially the first XI. We as a club generally fly home in the second half of the season so lets make sure we set ourselves up by finishing off 2007 the right way and rewarding each other and the efforts Rex and Ossie have put into the first half of the season and get AJ to shout yet again for a traditional super sippers night.

Finally, a special thanks to Kev O’Connell who has been outstanding with the new-look club website, which is without doubt the best VTCA club website going around, great work Kev, keep it up and the good times will follow!

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ON FIELD REVIEW
1st XI – 3rd Position 2OW-1W-2L: DESPITE BATTING WOES 1’S IN SOLD POSITION
Round 1 saw the 1’s begin their season against the new comers, Tullamarine in a rain enforced 1-day match at the Home of Cricket on a Sunday. Newly announced captain Ossie won the toss and batted first with Snowdog debutant Nick “The Log” Frayne opening up and smashing a top score 64 to provide a platform to build on and Paddle built on the start with a handy 28 at the end of the innings to guide us to a total of 8/152. In reply, it took a run out by Ivan to get the boys going and from there Chisel took control taking 5/43; however the visitors fought back until Giggles McMahon steadied the ship late to wrap up the game and start the season on a strong note

Round 2 was on the road to Keilor Park, where we have had the wood on Joe’s mob but it wasn’t the case in this encounter as the boys struggled in the field with both catches and ground fielding that saw Keilor Park able to get off to a flyer and post a big score of 320 on day 1, Ossie (2/61) and rowdy (2/44) were able to stem the tide a little in the middle of the innings but a big chase on day 2 was on the cards. With the total gettable on a quick outfield the top order all got starts but unfortunately none could go on with it The Pom (36) and Ossie (27) tried to up the run rate after tea but to no avail before a mini collapse in the middle order, which left G-tram (33) and the tail to bat time, putting on 55 for the last 2 wickets but falling well short with 188.

Round 3 back at the Home of Cricket saw the 1’s up against last season’s runners-up who humiliated the boys in the previous season. But the boys wanting to avenge hit back by running riot on day 1 with the ball, skittling St Albans for just 52, Grimace McMahon the main destroyer with 4/24 and the Soap-dodging relentless with his line and length snaring 4/13 off 12 overs. In reply, again the top order all got starts into double figures, with the Pom and Ossie guiding us past the total for 1st innings points before some happy fingered umpires triggered a few lbw’s to make it more interesting. Another middle order collapse occurred but Chisel hit out late (13) to give the boys an overall 1st innings lead of 63runs. The going was a bit tougher in the 2nd innings to bowl a quality outfit out twice but the boys fought hard before Ossie found his new love and spun and bounced his way to 6/24 on a sub-continent like Snowdog pitch, the Pom and rowdy also chipped in for 2 wickets apiece as the boys were set 49runs to claim a sweet UTright victory, which was achieved in just 10.

Round 4 against top of the ladder Albion was seen as a crunch game to announce ourselves as a finals contender and create a bigger buffer on the 5th place side. However, terrible shot selections and application by the majority of the Snowdog batsman on a decent pitch saw the boys capitulate to just 66. In reply it was put back on the players to prove themselves to each other and it was Chisel who as usual led the way fighting hard on his way to taking 7/35 and giving the boys an unlikely shot at first innings points, as the Albion were still 6 runs short with 1-wicket in hand. As hard as the boys fought they were unable to claim the 1st innings points and moved towards pushing for an outright result. The 2nd innings saw another couple of mini collapses in the batting before Ossie anchored the innings with the help of Pantsman Hellard (17), Bomber Cave (15) and finally, Aziz Kassis (22) who looked great in the middle as he and Ossie (73not out) guided us to 8/156dec to set the opposition a target of 148 in 30 overs for an outright result. To the fans disappointment Albion never wanted to chase the runs and soon turned the game into a farce because of it, but to the boys credit they kept at it and rallied late with 4/3 and after a plum lbw shout was turned down by the umpire from rowdy (2/10) the boys were unable to sneak home. The Log claimed 2/7 in the 2nd innings with a great spell of ‘schwing’ bowling.

Round 5 saw the boys on the road again to take on middle of the road team West Newport. After losing yet another toss the boys bowled first up and ripped through the top order of the opposition having them 7/75 through some tight but unlucky bowling by G-Tram and Chisel who ran through West Newport claiming 6/47, before a lower order revival lifted the total to 127 as Ossie wrapped the tail up with 2/1. In reply, Johnny, The Log and Pom got us off to a solid start before another batting collapse saw us lose 3 wickets in the one over. 1st XI debutant G-Love looked a class above the whole way through as he anchored the boys through to the end of day 1. Resuming day 2 on 7/100, the boys lost early wickets before G-Love decided to hit out to get the win but unfortunately fell 4-runs short with G making a classy 70not out. The boys were shattered with the 1st innings result but as the boys have showed all season, Snowdogs fight and continued to excel in the bowling and fielding area of their game to knock over West Newport for 121 despite some stubborn resistance. G-tram (3/23) got some reward and the Pom bowled quick and tight for 3/16, the game then turned into a 20/20 bash for the boys needing 6runs an over from 20 overs to gain an unlikely outright win. The standard was set from ball 1 as the Pom was promoted to open and lent on a cover drive that raced to the boundary for 4. From then on the boys were always in front of the run rate as Ossie (69*) anchored his charges through for a memorable come from behind victory sealing it with a pair of gift 6’s. 

2nd XI
- 3rd Position 2OW-2W-1L: 2’s train builds momentum

The season opener saw the 2’s smash the newly promoted Tullamarine with an emphatic 57-run win on foreign turf. Despite the early loss of AJ, Pantsman Hellard (33) and the rejuvenated Daff (53) put on a valuable 63-run partnership, before Bourkey (16) and new comer Toby Thurstans built a solid 24not out to open his account with the Mighty Snowdogs and guided the boys to a solid score of 6/153.In reply, 2nd XI debutant Korka got the boys the flyer they needed taking 3/11 and restricting the opposition to 4/22 early on, before a middle order revival was issued. This forced AJ to turn to the competitive machine in Dina who returned to the crease like he had never took a year off, as he cleaned the tail up taking 5/31 and claiming a 57-run victory. 

A high scoring game graced the Home of Cricket in round 2 as the boys took on fellow 2nd XI arch rival Keilor Park. After winning the toss and batting Captain AJ and Ivan fell early before a valuable 83-run 3rd wicket partnership between Ruley (60) and Bourkey (34) gave the rest of the middle order confidence to play their shots and set a big score. The middle order took note and Toby, Daff, Millsy and all-rounder Dina all made early 20’s to set a competitive target of 247. Day 2 saw Keilor Park get off to a flyer with a 63run first wicket stand followed by some solid partnerships after that, the boys looked to be in trouble. But the fighting spirit that all Snowdog sides show, came through as the boys took the last 5 wickets for just 14runs on the back of another Dina bag of 4/34 to cap off a great all round game and the Bulldog who just nagged the opposition claiming 4/53 off 20overs, as win number 2 was celebrated by 39-runs.

Round 3 saw the boys travel to Bourkey’s second home; St Albans, who sent the boys in on Day 1, which paid dividends as the loss of AJ, Rosco and Toby saw us slump to 3/20, slight middle order resistance was shown by Bourkey (19), Andre and Daff but it was left to the new batting all-round sensation Dina to put forward another solo innings as he made 36 in a valuable 35-run partnership with Fossil in a low scoring affair to be all out of 117. In reply, enter the smart heads of Rex ‘Fossil’ Bennett and Andre who each claimed 4 wickets to claim first innings points and keep a lead of 28-runs. The boys found themselves in further early trouble in the 2nd dig, with AJ, Rosco and Bourkey all departing early on before Andre (44) steadied the ship with his middle order comrades all scoring in the teens. AJ then declared at 8/136 a lead of 164 as they chased outright points. The opposition provided resistance in the 2nd dig, batting time to save the game but Fossil outsmarted their bats claiming 6/26 and lifting the boys to an outright win, making it a dark day for St Albans.

The undefeated 2’s played at home against fellow contender this year in Albion, and were disappointing in their batting exploits with debutant Gary McIntyre the lone ranger, fighting his way to 49, as the wheels fell off there after losing 6/5 to be all out for just 97. In reply, the boys fought hard claiming 4 late wickets on day 1, but unfortunately were unable to claim the early few wickets on day 2 to give them an outside shot at 1st innings points. The solid middle order of Albion took them past the total and an eventual first dig total of 168. The Fossil was at it again claiming another 5 wicket bag as he continues his red-hot form of 15 wickets in the previous 2 games and Mighty chimed in with a much sought after bowling spell and gave the fans something to cheer about snaring 1 wicket. In the 2nd dig, the boys just batted the day out with G-Love showing his natural class notching a 54 on the back of his 49 and mighty got some confidence and form back with 40, as the ever reliable Dina compiled a handy 19 not out for himself at the end as the boys finished at 6/168.


The AJ lead two’s dominated an ordinary side as a premiership contending side should in round 5. Batting first the boys dominated from the get-go with Garvs (93) and Mighty (102) showing their class with a 163-run partnership building on from the start that Bourkey (54) gave at the top of the innings. Klacks and AJ continued the onslaught late in the innings as the declaration was made at 4/309. The boys then had the arduous task of bowling the opposition out twice in a day and did so with 9overs to spare, with an even bowling performance happening in both innings Millsy (3/21 and 2/28) and Andre (3/15 & 2/23) the main destroyers in each of the two innings. 

3rd XI – 4th: 2W-1D-1L: SETTING THE BENCHMARK; OUTLINING CLUB DEPTH 

The 3rd XI started their season in round 2 due to inclement weather in round 1 and they were itching to the bit to get out and strut their stuff as they smashed the reigning premiers Yarraville to all parts of the ground on their way to 1/318 first innings total. This was highlighted by the sensational batting efforts of Captain Trav Carrick notching 125* and Garthy (102*) making his maiden senior cricket ton. Tom Overman also chimed in with a solid 75 leading the innings off. With a huge total to defend, the bowlers made light work of it with the skipper also getting in the act with the ball taking 3/12 and Kev took 2/29 as an emphatic 150+run win got the season off to a dream start!

After the round 2 win, things you would think couldn’t get any better for the 3’s but BJ put fit to that, smashing up a new highest score St Bernard’s Cricket club record with 28 4’s and 2 6’s on his way to the 188run record, a phenomenal effort as the boys outdid themselves making 339, as they chased a mere 117 from the Strathmore outfit. BJ’s effort with the bat wasn’t enough for him as he also claimed 4/16 including finishing the innings off with 2 wickets in consecutive balls. Trav chipped in with another solid all round game making 31 and a tidy 2/5

The stream train known as the 3’s continued on its merry way on round 4 compiling another big score of 270 against arch rivals Essendon Grammar. Despite losing the skipper for a duck, Tom Overman (21) steadied the ship along with Nick Serrano who in his first game for the season top scored with 60. Consecutive wickets were lost in the middle order but Ivan (51) and Kev (51*) kept the innings together as Korka chimed in with a slap session at the end belting a quick-fire 36 which are valuable runs at the end of the innings. The Grammar had 4 overs to face to end day 1 and despite getting off to a flayer making 26 runs, the boys got themselves 2 important wickets to build on in Day 2. The Grudge match continued on the 2nd Saturday and the boys looked set to get some revenge on the Grammar after having them in deep shiitzki at 6/58 as Tom Isaacs picked up 4 early wickets on his way to 5/42. But unfortunately it wasn’t enough as the opposition responded with a 130+ run partnership in addition to a final 10th wicket stand of 57 (ala Dina-Rowdy GF work) to snatch a controversial win as a catch late in the game to seal the win for the Snowdogs was turned down by the opposition umpires, as Keilor Park’s sister club held on for the victory.


The 3’s traveled to Sunshine United with their 3rd captain in 3 weeks with the Salami Man given the reigns in Trave’s absence and they didn’t let the stand in captain down, running through the opposition for just 76, with Korka spearheading the attack taking an economical 3/14 off 8 overs; Zacca and Kev each took 2-wickets. In response, it was the Greg Garth (140) show as he dominated at the 3’s level yet again, smashing his second ton for the year in the 3rd’s. He was ably supported by Toby (50), BJ (46), Patty (38) and an entertaining 32 from Korka as the boys reached 9/350 as Captain Nick believed an extra 17 overs on day 2 was required. In the chase of a 3rd outright for the club in round 5, the 3’s fell the length of a salami stick short; after having the opposition 8-wickets down, which was effectively 9-wickets due to an absent opposition player. Despite that it was a comprehensive victory by the 3rd’s and Nick on debut as captain in what is an even 3rd XI ladder.

4th XI – 9th  1-3: EXAMS & RACES COST THE 4’S A COMPETITIVE START

An impressive 4th XI line-up took to the field to begin the season against local powerhouse Doutta Stars and the boys were consistent the whole way through their innings on the way to 6/153, with youngster Tom Gleeson top scoring opening up with 40 and the wise heads of John Jordan (30) and BJ (30) assured a competitive target was set. In the field the boys got a cracking start having the opposition in trouble at 4/28 thanks to some quality bowling by Izzy (3/12), which put Doutta on the back foot from the start, with a late partnership not enough as the boys ran out 16-run victors to open the account in 2007/08

It was a high-scoring affair in round 2 at the Home of Cricket as the boys batted first and a solid 45-run opening partnership by two youngsters Tom Gleeson and Jake Dunnel, providing a great start and signs of things to come for the club. Jake notched him his first 50 for the seniors as he top scored with 80. John Jordan (43) and another young gun Matthew Sargent (32) were able to capitalize on the good start and set a competitive 247 from 72 overs for their opposition. In reply, the boys were unable to grab an early wicket and looked behind the 8-ball from then on but as the Snowdogs do they fight, and Hoppers Crossing only passed our total with 8-wickets down thanks to a great spell of bowling from future star Liam Jilla who led the attack with 4/50, Izzy also toiled hard taking 2/72 from 23 overs as the boys just failed to snatch the win in the last over, going down by 6 runs.

Unfortunately the club had to forfeit the round 3 game for the 4’s due to the lack of numbers highlighted by exams and players going to the spring carnival races, which was disappointing, let’s hope everyone can get on board and not let that loss cost the 4’s come end of the season. Round 4, saw players back as the 4’s took on Airport West, as we batted first and made use of the 1st week availability of AJ as he opened up and despite some tactical field placement hints to the opposition by Mick “The Mole” Thom, AJ managed to top score with 28, some middle-lower order partnerships between John Jordan (17), Matty Sargent (11) and Phil Conlan (15) put some competitiveness back to the score after the upper order collapse as 110 was the target to defend. The boys took to the field and kept it tight for the final 17overs on day 1 and were able to grab a late wicket to give them some hope on day 2, which was sparked by two early wickets to have Airport West 3/44 but slid middle order batting saw airport west cruise to the win 3 wickets down as the boys toiled hard with the Jilla Family show in full flight as star to be Liam fronted the attack with 3/71 from 20 overs and Michael chimed in for 2/6.

Round 5, saw the 4’s bat first and set a big total of 218 for East Keilor to chase down, in what was an even batting contribution throughout by the boys led by Rosco (43), John Jordan (37) and handy contributions by Jake and Gwilt at the top of the order.

The boys struggled to get the break through early after a 56 run opening partnership by the opposition but it was Barge who broke through not once but 3-times late on day 1 on his way to 3/20. After the early wickets the boys rattled through the lower order of East Keilor, winning by 73 runs. In the 2nd innings, 41overs had to be faced the a big total of 202 was reached by the 4’s lead by the young gun Liam Jilla, who notched up his maiden senior century making 111not out; an outstanding achievement by Jilla and no doubt he has a big future to come at the Mighty Snowdogs.
